Davidson & Company ("Davidson") has been dismissed as our principal independent accountant on May 7, 2003. We
have engaged Marc Lumer & Company ("Lumer"), Certified Public Accountants and Management Consultants, as our
principal independent accountant effective May 9, 2003. The decision to change our principal independent accountant
has been approved by our Board of Directors.

The audit report of Davidson on our financial statements for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2002 did not contain any
adverse opinion or disclaimer of opinion, nor were they qualified or modified as to uncertainty, audit scope, or
accounting principles, except such report was modified to include an explanatory paragraph for a going concern
uncertainty.
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In connection with the audit of the fiscal year ended June 20, 2002 including the subsequent interim periods since
engagement through May 7, 2003, the date of dismissal, we had no disagreements with Davidson with respect to
accounting or auditing issues of the type discussed in Item 304(a)(iv) of Regulation S-B. Had there been any
disagreements that were not resolved to their satisfaction, such disagreements would have caused Davidson to make
reference in connection with their opinion to the subject matter of the disagreement. In addition, during that time there
were no reportable events (as defined in Item 304(a)(1)(iv) of Regulation S-B).

During the fiscal year ending June 30, 2002, including the subsequent interim periods since engagement through May
